NARGC Leinster Clay Pigeon Championships

On Sunday 3rd July 2011, “Day 2” and final day of the NARGC Leinster Clay Pigeon Championships took place at the Fingal Sporting Club, The Naul, Co. Dublin. 

On “Day 2” of the Championships, the County competition was to be decided. The eight counties who attended to compete in the above competition were Dublin, Kildare, Laois, Louth, Offaly, Meath, Westmeath and Wexford.
The course of fifty sporting targets was similar to “Day 1”, which consisted of Dropping Duck & Incomer (5 pairs), Crosser & Dropping Duck (5 pairs), Quartering & Quartering (5 pairs), Going Away & Crosser (5 pairs) and Incomer & Going Away (5 pairs). The weather was excellent, with no wind of any kind to hinder the competitors.  

“Day 2” of competition started at 10.00 a.m. and ran smoothly with prize giving being completed on time at 3.00 p.m.  The results of “Day 2” were as follows:-

Gold – Meath (455),  Silver – Dublin (445), Bronze – Louth (444), 4th – Wexford (426), 5th – Laois (423), 6th – Westmeath (416), 7th – Kildare (387) and 8th – Offaly (377).

Three shooters finished on a score of 49, hence a shoot-offs were required to decide the medal positions. As Aiden Collins (Dublin) wasn’t present, he automatically won the Bronze medal. This left Colin Dunne (Louth) and David Benson Jnr (Wexford) to shoot off for the Gold and Silver medals. The first shoot off finished in a draw, hence a second shoot off was required. Colin Dunne won the second shoot off by a single target and was declared the winner. The final results were as follows:-
Gold – Colin Dunne (Louth), Silver – David Benson Jnr (Wexford), Bronze – Aiden Collins (Dublin), 4th=  Shane McEvoy (Laois), Paul Owens (Louth) and David Benson Snr (Wexford) all on a score of 48, 7th= Warren Horgan (Dublin), Martin Bryans (Dublin), Denis O’Sullivan (Laois), Paul McCullagh (Laois), Briam McCarragher (Louth), Stephen Porter (Meath), Peter Hanifan (Meath), Maurice Curran (Meath), David Dillon (Meath) and Conan Kelly (Westmeath) all on a score of 47.
